I am excited to begin the year as we learn and grow together.  The following plan will be used in our classroom so that all students can become responsible for their actions and to help maintain a positive learning environment where all students can learn. 
Classroom Rules
Listen when someone is speaking
Always do your best work
Follow directions quickly
Be a caring friend
Raise your hand to speak in group discussions
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I will be using a new system this year. Students will all begin the day on the green leaf “Buggy for Learning.” Students that make positive choices throughout the day will remain on that leaf. Students that demonstrate exceptional behavior may move their worm to the teal leaf “All Aglow” and then to the blue leaf “Flying High.” Students that have a remarkably good day will move to the purple leaf “Bug-tastic!”

Students that require more than two warnings to follow the rules will be moved to the yellow leaf “Time to Turn Over a New Leaf.” Students that continue the inappropriate behavior will then be moved to the orange leaf “Buzzing in the Wrong Direction.” The final leaf is the red “No Fly Zone” leaf.
